JagBowl 2010: Requirements

1. Each school can field up to 2 teams

2. Each team may only have 5 players (4 playing at a time)

3. Players must be in the grades 8-12 to participate 

4. Each school must bring 1 buzzer lock-out system

5. A registration fee of $50 must be turned in with each registration form for each team. Make check payable to USA Honors Program. This fee will be due when you sign in at the event.

6. Registration forms must be turned in by the deadline by email.

JagBowl 2010: Format and Procedures

1. The format of the competition will be a round robin format for preliminary play and then a single elimination playoff to determine the winners.

2. Depending on the number of teams we might create divisions for round robin play. Depending on the number of divisions, we will select the top teams for the playoff rounds.

3. Each team will play at least 7 matches 

4. The top 3 teams from the playoffs will receive trophies and prizes provided by USA.

5. Schedules for competition will be given at the meeting after sign-ups. We will also answer any questions at that time. Also feel free to contact JagBowl officials via email at any time.

JagBowl 2010: Summary of Game Play Rules

• No more than four people may play at a time. Teams may have a 5th player to serve as a Substitute.  Substitutions may be made between games, or at half-time.

• Tossup questions are worth 10 points each, and bonus questions are worth 30 points each (partial points are possible on bonuses). There will be 20 tossup questions per game. A team receives a bonus question for each tossup question answered correctly. The opposing team will also have the opportunity to receive bounce-back bonus points that the other team has not gained.

• A player must buzz to answer a tossup at any point after the moderator has begun reading it. The moderator will stop as soon as a player has buzzed. Only the player who has buzzed is allowed to answer. Players must begin their answer within 2 seconds after having been recognized, or time will be called. Teammates may not confer on tossups.

• If a player’s answer to a tossup is incorrect, the moderator will, if necessary, finish reading the question for the other team.  If a player on the second team answers correctly, the second team earns the points and bonus question  If the second teams player is incorrect the game proceeds to the next tossup.

• After the moderator has finished reading a tossup, players have 5 seconds to buzz in. If one team gives an incorrect answer at this point, the other team has another 3 seconds in which to signal. The exception to this rule is for math tossups.

•Computation tossups (marked by text that begins "Pencil and paper ready") have slightly different timing rules: Teams have 10 seconds to buzz in after the moderator finishes the question. If the first team signals before the end of the question, the second team will have the full 10 seconds to signal after the reading of the question is completed. If the first team signals after the end of the question, the moderator will allow whatever time remained of the initial 10 seconds for the second team to signal. If no time is left the other team must respond with an answer immediately. Despite this additional time, players still have only 2 seconds to give their answer after signaling on a computation tossup. If a computation tossup specifies a different time limit than 10 seconds, that time limit shall be used instead. 

• Teams may confer on bonuses. The captain (or a player designated by the captain) must give the team answer. If no answer has been given after 5 seconds, the moderator will prompt for an answer. Following a moderators prompt, the captain must immediately begin to answer or immediately designate a teammate to answer, and that person must begin after no more than a natural pause, or time will be called. 

• If a bonus question calls for multiple answers, the answers must be given as a continuous list. Any pause of 2 seconds ends the answer.

• The moderator will prompt for additional information if an answer is correct, but less than what is required (except for the titles of works, which must usually be exact). Generally, the last names of persons are sufficient answers.
